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An exhibition and educational program which demonstrates that one person can make a difference

 when faced with situations of discrimination and injustice

Your students will experience:

· a brief introduction to the period of the Holocaust;

· stories of people who are alive today because somebody had the courage to help them, often at great risk to themselves and their families or communities;

· interaction with a “Living Historian” (Holocaust Survivor);

· viewing of artefacts related to people who were either rescued or were rescuers of Jews at that time, and their stories

· a “Living in Harmony” workshop with a trained facilitator, where the lessons of the Holocaust are translated into situations encountered by students in their lives today, including 

· bullying

· stereotyping, and

· issues of aboriginality.  

This is a unique learning experience, giving students an increased awareness of the importance of living in harmony with others, and the need to stand up against discrimination and prejudice, particularly in relation to minority groups.

The program is free to all participants.  Courage to Care pays for the transport costs of students to and from the Lismore Regional Gallery.
